What is the Wisconsin Digital Archives?                                                            The Wisconsin Digital Archives is a growing collection of select electronic documents published by state agencies that are intended for public use and provide public perspective on state government programs. The Wisconsin Digital Archives provides full-text permanent access to electronic documents through persistent URLs in catalog records as well as from a searchable database. 
State documents in the Wisconsin Digital Archives are primarily from 2001 to current. The Wisconsin Digital Archives is not digitally archiving public records or entire state agency websites

Background                                                                                                                       The Wisconsin Digital Archives is provided by Wisconsin Document Depository Program (WDDP). Wisconsin Statutes, Sections 35.81- 35.84 as amended by 1991 Wisconsin Act 285, requires Wisconsin state agencies to participate in the WDDP by providing copies of their documents for distribution to designated depository libraries located throughout the state. The goal of the program is to preserve and make available a record of major state government programs and assure the availability of state documents published by state agencies for use by Wisconsin citizens now and in the future regardless of format.
The Wisconsin Digital Archives is a collaborative effort involving Resources for Libraries & Lifelong Learning, the Wisconsin Historical Society, the Wisconsin Legislative Reference Bureau, the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, the University of Wisconsin-Madison, and the Wisconsin State Law Library.
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
