Canon PowerShot SD 750 for Trainers
1. Remove the battery from camera and insert in charger
2. Plug in charger

a. If light is green – the battery is ready to go

b. If light is orange – leave to charge until it turns green

c. Charge after training session

3. Take a few pictures and then transfer them to the computer you’ll use during the training

a. If your operating system will copy the photos, great!

b. If not, you’ll need to install the software that comes with the camera (disk included with package)
4. Erase the pictures from the camera and memory card (before and after the training sessions(s) – see the owner’s manual

5. All relevant manuals and disks are included

Notes

· Computer is needed to transfer photos

· Combine with card reader for additional file transfer experiences

· It’s important to remember that different cameras and different computer operating software (Windows vs. Macintosh, or Windows XP vs. Windows Vista) will present different options for copying pictures from a digital camera to the computer.
· In most cases it will be easiest to use the operating system to copy photos from the camera, rather than the software that came with the camera. However, if the camera is old, or an off-brand, the operating system may not recognize it. In these cases you’ll have to install software to copy photos.
· The instructions and screen shots that are included in the Tip Sheet for participants were created using Microsoft Windows XP and may not be the same as your computer.  Feel free to adjust the instructions as needed for your situation.  

· Remember that copying the files from the camera to the computer does not automatically erase the camera’s memory card (although it may be an option). You will need to do that, and it’s best to use the camera for that purpose
