Card Reader Tip Sheet
1. Plug in the SanDisk Card Reader to the computer using the USB cable

2. Remove the memory card from the Digital Camera and insert in the top left slot

a. Don’t force the card into the slot – be gentle

b. A green light will turn on when card is inserted

c. If green light is flashing – DO NOT remove the card
3. A window will pop-up asking you what you want to do with these files:
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b. “Open Folder to view files” is the default – but you could also choose to “copy pictures to a folder on my computer” – this is the same wizard you encountered when connecting the digital camera directly to the computer

c. Try downloading your pictures using the “Open folder to view files” and see what the difference is from what  you experienced using the camera wizard

4. To remove the card
a. Gently pull the card out of the slot

5. To remove the Card Reader from the computer

a. Look for this icon [image: image2.jpg]


 in your task bar (bottom right of your computer monitor)

b. Click on this icon and a list of storage devices will appear

i. Choose “Safely Remove USB Mass Storage Device – Drives …” and click on it

ii. The amber light on the Card Reader will go out when device can be safely removed from computer

iii. Unplug USB connection
USB Flash Drive Tip Sheet
1. Plug in the Kingston USB Flash drive to your computer

2. A window with information about the files on this drive will open up
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3. To copy files from your computer to the USB drive, access My Computer, Documents, or Pictures – wherever your files are located

a. You can access this from the desktop or from the window that opened up when you plugged in the USB drive

b. Find your pictures and select those you want to copy

c. Choose Copy the Selected Items

d. The Copy Item window will open up and you can choose where to copy the pictures to – Choose the Kingston (E) drive and click Copy
