WPLC Gadget Package


Kindle 3G Tip Sheet

1. Turn the Kindle on 

a. Power button is on the bottom of the Kindle
2. Experiment with Kindle navigation
a. Use the arrows on the 5-way controller to move the cursor up and down

b. When the title you want to read is underlined, press the center square to select it

c. Use the Next or Previous page buttons to navigate through the book

3. Change the font size (while in a book)
a. Look for the aA button on the bottom of the keyboard
b. Use the arrow keys to choose the font size or to choose a different option

c. Note that you can also rotate the screen and turn on Text-to-Speech using this option
4. Add a note, highlight a section, or look up a word (while in a book)
a. Use the arrow keys to move the cursor to the place where you want to add a note, highlight a section or look up a word
i. Begin typing to create a note or click to start highlighting
ii. The dictionary looks up the word to the right of the cursor

b. To view your notes and highlights

i. Press Menu

ii. Use arrow keys to select View My Notes & Marks

5. Add a bookmark

a. From within a title, press Menu
i. Use arrow keys to select Add a Bookmark

ii. Note that upper right corner now looks like it’s folded over
b. To view your bookmarks

i. Press Menu and choose View My Notes & Marks 

ii. The first line of the bookmarked page will appear

iii. Press enter to go to the bookmarked page
6. Explore the Amazon Kindle store

a. Press Menu

b. Use arrow keys to select Shop in Kindle Store
c. Search or browse the wide variety of books available, but one-click ordering has been disabled
i. Samples of titles may be downloaded

d. Some free eBooks are out there – check out a Kindle blog at: http://ireaderreview.com/category/free-books/






7. Download an OverDrive title to the Kindle 3G

a. Turn on Wi-Fi (if not already on)

b. Check out a title on OverDrive on the Netbook (or other computer)

c. Select Get for Kindle

d. Log into Amazon (wplcgadgets@gmail.com and wplcwplc)

i. There is no credit card associated with this account

e. Select Deliver to WPLC Kindle 3G

f. Click on Get Book

i. If you need to re-deliver it

ii. Open the Manage Your Kindle page

iii. Click the drop down arrow next to Actions (right side of screen)

iv. Select Deliver to my… WPLC Kindle 3G

g. Return titles early using the Manage Your Kindle page

i. Click the drop down arrow next to Actions

ii. Select Return item

iii. Delete item from library (this will remove the title from the Amazon list)
8. Wireless Connections

a. The Kindle 3G will have an automatic wireless connection if 3G is available.

b. Or, connect the WiFi

i. Press Menu

ii. Use arrow keys to select Settings

iii. Arrow down to Wi-Fi settings and select View
iv. Select a network to connect to

v. Enter a password if necessary and use the arrow keys to submit

vi. Note that Wi-Fi is listed next to the signal strength and battery indicator at the top of the Kindle 3G screen

1. (it said 3G before)
9. Explore the Web using the Kindle

a. Press Home, then Menu
b. Select Experimental 

c. Select Launch browser

i. Use Menu to enter a URL, add bookmarks, etc.

10. When you’re done exploring the Kindle, turn off using the switch the bottom
