WPLC Gadget Package


Kindle 3G for Trainers
1. Turn the Kindle 3G on 

a. Power button is on the bottom of the Kindle
b. Check status of battery and charge as needed

i. Battery indicator is at the top of the screen
ii. When the charge indicator light next to the power slider changes to green, the Kindle is recharged

c. Ordering books from the Kindle store has been disabled

i. Samples may be downloaded

ii. Some free books are available (see the Kindle Tip Sheet for the address of a blog posting about this topic)

d. Turn Wireless On
i. Press Menu, then select Turn Wireless On
ii. Turn Wireless Off when training is completed which will help the battery lasts longer

e. To enable Wi-Fi (instead of 3G or if 3G isn’t available in your area)

i. Press Menu

ii. Use arrow keys to select Settings

iii. Arrow down to Wi-Fi settings and select View

iv. Select a network 

v. Enter a password if necessary and use the arrow keys to submit

vi. Note that Wi-Fi is listed next to the signal strength and battery indicator at the top of the Kindle 3G screen

1. (it said 3G before)

vii. To go back to 3G, repeat the above instructions and select Forget next to the network you’re connected to
f. Home button will take you back to the main screen

2. The Kindle 3G includes fifteen titles

a. If any of the titles are deleted by mistake, return Kindle to me and I’ll download the books again (they’re on the SCLS Amazon account)
3. Download an OverDrive title to the Kindle 3G

a. Turn on Wi-Fi (if not already on)

b. Check out a title on OverDrive on the Netbook (or other computer)

c. Select Get for Kindle

d. Log into Amazon (wplcgadgets@gmail.com and wplcwplc)

i. There is no credit card associated with this account

e. Select Deliver to WPLC Kindle 3G

f. Click on Get Book

i. If you need to re-deliver it

ii. Open the Manage Your Kindle page

iii. Click the drop down arrow next to Actions (right side of screen)

iv. Select Deliver to my… WPLC Kindle 3G
g. Return titles early using the Manage Your Kindle page

i. Click the drop down arrow next to Actions

ii. Select Return item
iii. Delete item from library (this will remove the title from the Amazon list)
4. Delete any notes, bookmarks, and highlights that were added during the training session
a. While in a book, select Menu

b. Using the arrow keys, select View My Notes & Marks

i. The Enter button is the center square

c. When the list of notes and bookmarks appears, use the Del button to remove items
5. Clear the browser cache
a. Press Menu, then Experimental
b. Select Launch Browser

c. Then Press Menu and select Browser Setting

d. Clear History and Clear cookies
6. Make sure Kindle is recharged as needed
7. No computer needed for the Kindle (unless checking out an OverDrive title)
8. See the Kindle User’s Guide (press the Home button) for additional help
