Kindle DX for Trainers
1. Turn the Kindle on 

a. Power button is on top of the Kindle DX
b. Check status of battery and charge as needed

i. Battery indicator is at the top right hand corner of the screen

ii. When the Kindle is attached to the power adapter, an LED light (next to the USB port) indicates the Kindle DX is charging

iii. When the light turns green, the Kindle DX is recharged

c. While the wireless capability is available for the Kindle DX, ordering books from the Kindle store has been disabled

i. Some free books are available (see the Kindle Tip Sheet for the address of a blog posting about this topic)

ii. Samples or excerpts of books from Amazon may be downloaded to Kindle DX
d. The battery will last longer if the wireless is turned off 

i. From the Home screen, press Menu and use 5-way controller to navigate up to “Turn Wireless On/Off” option and press to select

2. The Kindle DX includes the following titles (some may be in Archived Items)

3. If any of the titles are deleted by mistake

a. return Kindle to me and I’ll download the books again (they’re on the SCLS Amazon account)

4. To transfer an OverDrive title onto the Kindle, use the USB cable

a. Check out a title on OverDrive

b. Select Get for Kindle

c. Log into Amazon (wplcgadgets1@gmail.com and wplcwplc)

i. There is no credit card associated with this account

d. Open the Manage Your Kindle page

e. Click the drop down arrow next to Actions (right side of screen)

f. Select Download & Transfer via USB

g. Save the file

h. Connect Kindle to Netbook using USB cable

i. The Kindle looks and acts like another drive on the netbook

i. Locate your downloaded file (right click on the file in the Downloads folder and choose Open Containing Folder)

j. Copy/Paste the book into the Documents folder on the Kindle

5. Delete any notes, bookmarks, and highlights that were added

a. While in a book, press Menu

b. Use the 5-way controller to navigate to My Notes & Marks and press to select
c. Use the 5-way controller to navigate and select item to be deleted
d. Press the Delete button (bottom right side of keyboard)

i. Press Delete button until all notes and bookmarks are gone

6. Make sure Wireless is turned off and Kindle is recharged as needed

7. No computer needed for the Kindle unless downloading an OverDrive title
