WPLC Gadget Package


Nook Tip Sheet

1. Wake up the Nook or turn it on
a. Power button is on the top of the Nook
2. Tap the My Library icon
a. Touch pad is at the bottom of the nook
b. Use the arrows and the O to scroll through and select items

c. Once touch pad goes black, swipe your finger from right to left to change the page
d. Or use the buttons on the side of the Nook to turn the page

e. Play around and change the font, the font size, add notes and highlights

3. Press the Home button twice
a. Look for the upside down U button at the top of the touch pad

b. This will bring the touch pad back to view

c. Use your finger to swipe right to left or up and down to see more options
d. Tap an icon to select it
4. Connect to your Wi-Fi network
a. Tap the Wi-Fi icon
b. Make sure Wi-Fi is on

c. Tap Wi-Fi hotspot

i. Enter any password or key required

d. Try out the either the Web or Shop icons
i. There is no credit card associated with the Nook so no purchases may be made.

ii. Free samples may be downloaded

5. Check out and download a book from OverDrive
a. Open a web browser on the netbook and go to dbooks.wplc.info

b. To check out a book immediately, check out the Currently Available eBooks link on the left hand side of the screen

c. Select a title and add it to your cart

d. Proceed to checkout

i. Enter your library system
ii. Enter your library card number and PIN (if required)
iii. Check out the item

iv. Click on the Download button (large green button)

e. Adobe Digital Editions will open up 

i. The title you checked out will appear

f. Plug the Nook into the netbook using the USB cable

g. The Nook will appear in the menu under Recently Read 

i. If the Nook doesn’t appear, make sure you’re in the Library View

1. Look in the upper left corner and change if needed
h. Click on the title and drag it to the Nook

i. Disconnect the Nook

i. Click on the Safely Remove Hardware icon in the task bar 

1. If the icon is not there, click ^ to show the Hidden Icons
ii. Select Eject Nook

j. To view the title on the Nook

i. Tap the My Library icon

ii. Select My Documents (all OverDrive and items not purchased through bn.com are located here)

iii. Use the arrow keys and the O to select title

iv. Read the item

6. When you’re done exploring the Nook, set it to sleep mode by pressing the power button on the top of the Nook
a. No need to turn the power off
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
