Nook for Trainers
1. Wake up the Nook or turn it on
a. Power button is on the top of the Nook
b. Check status of battery and charge as needed

i. Battery indicator is at the top right corner of the screen
2. The Nook includes 6 titles in the My B&N Library section
a. The Lacuna by Barbara Kingsolver

b. Pride and Prejudice  by Jane Austen

c. Little Women by Luisa May Alcott

d. U is for Undertow by Sue Grafton

e. Dracula by Bram Stoker

f. Locked In by Marcia Muller

i. If any of these titles are deleted by mistake, indicate on checklist when returning the equipment
3. Delete any downloaded titles from the Nook
a. Plug in the Nook to the netbook with the USB cable

b. Open Adobe Digital Editions (ADE)
c. Select the Nook 
i. Make sure you’re in Library View 
ii. Check in upper left corner of ADE to check or change

d. Only delete titles with a banner across the right corner of the book 

i. The banner will have either the number of days remaining in the checkout period or Expired on it
e. If title hasn’t expired yet, you may return it early

i. Move the cursor over the title

ii. Note the small arrow that appears in the upper left corner of the book cover

iii. Click on the arrow for the following options

1. Open Item

2. Delete Item

3. Item Info

4. Return borrowed item

iv. If item hasn’t expired, choose Return borrowed item 

v. If item has expired, choose Delete item

f. Eject the Nook from the netbook

i. Click on the Safely Remove Hardware icon in the task bar 

1. If the icon is not there, click ^ to show the Hidden Icons

ii. Select Eject Nook
g. The books deleted or returned early will no longer show up in the My Documents section of the Nook
