WPLC Gadget Package

Palm Tip Sheet
1. Turn on the Palm

a. Press any button on the front of the Palm or the button on the top 

2. Turn on Wi-Fi Access

a. On the bottom of the palm, look for the Wi-Fi icon (6th from the right) and tap it with the stylus

b. Turn Wi-Fi on and then tap Connect

3. Connect to the Web 

a. Press the button with the Globe on it (bottom right button on Palm)

b. Blazer (the Palm’s browser) will open up and the WPLC web site should display

c. Browse around their site or go to your library’s web site

d. If you let the Palm sit idle for a minute or two, it may lose the Wi-Fi connection, but it should reconnect when you next access the web

4. Using the Keyboard

a. Look for the icon that looks like an arrow with a rectangle around it (bottom right icon on the Palm’s screen) and tap it

b. This will bring up the keyboard 

c. Tap in the address bar to select the address and use the keyboard to enter the new address, then tap Go

d. Tap the keyboard icon again to hide it

e. Explore the icons at the top of the screen

5. Use Tasks, Memos, or Notepad
a. From the Home menu choose, Tasks, Memos, or Notepad

i. To get to Home, press the button with a house on it (bottom left of the Palm)

ii. If you press Home twice, you’ll get a complete list of applications (in alphabetical order)

b. Tap New

c. Use the keyboard to enter text (see above)

d. Or – use the Handwriting Recognition tool

i. Tap on the icon below the back slash key (see item #8)

ii. On the inside cover of the Palm is a guide to how the Palm recognizes handwriting

iii. Be sure to change the keyboard back by tapping on the little “abc” in the lower left hand corner (see item #8)
e. Write or type in your note, memo, or task and tap Done to save your work

6. Take the Quick Tour to learn about other features of the Palm
a. Go to Page 2 of the applications and choose Quick Tour
7. Turn off the Palm

a. Press the button on top of the Palm

b. The Palm will turn off after a period of inactivity
