WPLC Gadget Package


iPad for Trainers
1. Getting Started

1. To turn on, press the Home button (on the front of the iPad) or the Sleep/Wake button on the top of the iPad
2. When you see Slide to Unlock, slide the arrow to the right using your finger

3. The iPad User Guide can be found as a bookmark in Safari or in the iBooks collection

2. Check battery status and charge
1. Look at Battery icon on screen and charge if battery is not completely full
2. Plug iPad into the surge protector using the AC Adaptor

3. Plug in iPad to the netbook
1. Using the USB cable, connect iPad to computer

2. If it isn’t already, iTunes will open
4. Installed Apps
1. OverDrive Media Console

2. Kindle

3. IMDB

4. NPR

5. Weather

6. Epicurious

7. iBooks 

1. New Apps may be installed if you have an Apple ID or want to create one. Note that a credit card may be needed to install any apps, even the free ones. If you decide to do this, please remember to sign out of your account.

2. The iPad is currently logged in with the wplc account – no credit card associated with this account

3. Apps may not be deleted at this time. If something needs to be deleted, please contact Jean Anderson at SCLS for help.

5. Delete songs, movies, podcasts, and TV shows from iPad
1. On the left hand side of the iTunes screen, find the WPLC iPad
2. Click on Music, Movies, and then TV Shows  
1. If any titles appear under those categories, select all and then choose Delete (under the Edit menu)
6. Eject the iPad
1. Within iTunes on the netbook, click the "eject" icon next to the WPLC iPad
2. Unplug the iPad 
7. Delete other content from the iPad
1. On the iPad, check the Notes, Calendar, Contacts and other places where participants may have entered information and delete 
2. Open the OverDrive Media Console app

1. Return the title early and delete the title from the iPad 

1. Swipe your finger across the title on the bookshelf page

2. Tap the Red Delete button 

3. Select Return then Delete

4. Or Delete Only (if the title is expired)

3. Clear Safari cache

1. Tap the Settings icon on the home screen

2. Tap Safari in left column

1. Tap Clear History, then clear

2. Tap Clear Cookies, then clear

3. Tap Clear Cache, then clear

4. Sign out of Apple Store

1. Tap the Settings icon on the home screen

2. Tap Store

3. Tap Sign Out, if signed in with other than wplc accountol,
8. Enable (or disable) the wireless connection (if necessary)
1. Tap the Settings icon on the home screen

2. Tap Wi-Fi

3. Tap On/Off as needed

9. Turn off the iPad 
1. Press and hold the Sleep/Wake button on top of the touch until the slide bar to “Slide to power off”

2. The iPad will lock after a period of inactivity – but playback and other functions will continue – be sure to power off when all training is completed

10. Clean iPad Screen (if needed)

1. Wipe the screen with the enclosed cloth OR

1. Unplug all cables and disconnect the iPad from any accessories or docks

2. Turn off the iPad by holding the Sleep/Wake button and sliding the onscreen slider off

3. Use a soft, slightly damp cloth but be sure to not allow moisture in any openings in the iPad

4. DO NOT use window cleaners. These can damage the oleophobic coating on the iPad screen and reduce the functionality of the iPad over time

5. Wipe the iPad in a circular motion and be sure that no sand, dirt, or dust is on the cloth used to wipe the screen
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
