WPLC Gadget Package


iPod Touch for Trainers
1. Getting Started

1. To turn on, press the Home button (on the front of the Touch) or  the Sleep/Wake button on the top of the Touch
2. When you see Slide to Unlock, slide the arrow to the right using your finger

1. The iPod Touch will lock after two minutes of inactivity
3. Touch an item to select it
4. Turn off iPod by pressing the button on top of the iPod Touch 

2. Check battery status and charge
1. Look at Battery icon on screen and charge if battery is not completely full
2. Plug iPod Touch into AC Adaptor and plug into the surge protector

1. iPod Touch will also recharge while plugged into the computer

3. Install iTunes 
1. The computer that will be used for training needs to have iTunes installed
2. Go to http://www.apple.com/itunes/overview/ and download iTunes

4. Plug in iPod Touch
1. Using the USB cable, connect iPod Touch to computer

2. If it isn’t already, iTunes will open

3. If the Register your iPod Touch screen comes up, please choose to Register Later

1. You may also get a message that says “Windows has finished installing new devices. The software that supports your device requires that you restart your computer. You must restart your computer before the new settings take effect. Do you want to restart your computer now? Yes or No

2. Choose No – it doesn’t seem to make a difference whether or not you restart your computer

5. Delete songs, movies, podcasts, and TV shows from iPod Touch
1. On the left hand side of the iTunes screen, find the WPLC device

2. Click on Music, Movies, and then TV Shows  
1. If any titles appear under those categories, select all and then choose Delete (under the Edit menu)
6. Eject the iPod Touch
1. Click one of the small "eject" icons
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2. Unplug the Touch (be sure to press the buttons on the side of the connector)
7. Delete other content from the iPod Touch
1. On the iPod Touch, check the Notes, Calendar, Contacts and other places where participants may have entered information and delete 
8. Enable the wireless connection

1. Choose Settings, then Wi-Fi

2. Change to On

3. The iPod touch will search for your wireless network and ask for a password, if needed
4. If you turn the Wi-Fi off and back on, you won’t need to reenter the password – the iPod Touch will remember it
9. Turn off the iPod Touch

1. Press and hold the Sleep/Wake button on top of the touch until the slide bar to “Slide to power off”

2. The iPod Touch will lock after a minute of inactivity – but playback and other functions will continue – be sure to power off when all training is completed
